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Grand Master’s Message
As we water down our investigations of

candidates for the degrees, we are in some
way attempting to dodge raindrops. Eventu-
ally, one of these candidates will be that drop
of rain that eventually hits and potentially
disgraces this great Fraternity that we all
love. Thus far, duringmy short tenure, I
have had the displeasure of dealing withmen
who claim the title of Mason, but have no
idea what aMason is. This is based on the
fact that some have been arrested for serious
crimes involvingmoral turpitude, the types of
which I will not elaborate on at this time.
My contention is that not everyMan is

worthy or has an inherent right to become a
Freemason. This should be reserved as a
privilege to be conferred only upon the wor-
thy few, thereby closing the door on those
who would disgrace the badge of honor we
wear proudly. It is time for all of us to take a
hard line approach when performing our du-
ties of investigation. Quality will always win
over quantity, and simply allowing someone
to participate in our labors because he is a
good old boy is not good enough anymore.
If we gauge success solely on numbers,

and forget the ancient tenets we have all been
taught and have sworn to uphold, we will fail
each other and the Fraternity. Only by cir-
cling the wagons around our Lodges, and
asking hard questions to a potential candi-
date, will we ever move back towards excel-
lence. I suggest talking to neighbors,
business associates, potential creditors, fam-
ily, friends, or whoever we need to find out
the true character of theMan.
We are currently taking a hard look at a

mandatory background check on any poten-
tial candidate that may petition our Lodges.
This idea was garnered from the Grand

Lodge of Florida, who has had great success
with it. The GrandMaster of Florida told me
personally that this program has identified
several sex offenders, felons, and others who
through lies attempted to gain admission into
our Order. Sometimes local law enforcement
does not have the resources needed to assist
or legally give out personal information about
a candidate, especially if they havemoved in
from another state. Again, Masonry is not a
right, it is a privilege.
I will leave you all with this, “it is not the

external, but the internal qualifications that
recommend aMan to become aMason, show
your light and power toMan, but before God,
what have you to offer, save in humility.
Your robes, tinsels, and jewels mean naught
to Him, until you own body and soul gleam-
ing with the radiance of perfection, become
the living ornaments of your Lodge.”
Failure to guard theWest gate has al-

ready caused problems and brought disgrace
on our Fraternity, and I challenge every
Mason in the Commonwealth toDOHIS
JOBwhen on the committee to investigate a
potential candidate. If we choose to continue
on this path, the Fraternity will be injured,
but the shamewill be on the individual
Mason who neglected their duties. Guard
carefully your heritagemy Brothers, as the
decisions youmake will affect generations yet
to come, and yet to be born.

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Frequently a question comes to the
Grand Lodge Office from a lodge Secretary
about howmuch lodge information should be
retained by him. Our answer has always
been to keep as much as you possibly can.
Obviously, the personal information on the
lodge membership is of utmost importance,
both for the present and for future reference,
and should be retained indefinitely. Some
lodge Secretaries even keep other informa-
tion on lodge members in their personal file
when they distinguish themselves in the
community. The same goes for other records
such as lodge minutes, deeds, correspon-
dence, insurance contracts, tax information,
bequests, IRS information, etc. The history of
the lodge is maintained in the minute book of
the lodge proceedings and the membership
records of the lodge, and these items should
be protected and stored in a safe, secure and
fire-proof location. Some item, such as can-
celled checks, invoices, bank records, etc.,
may be destroyed when they are no longer
useful. However, it is advisable to retain
them as long as possible.
One basic item that should be preserved

and filed properly is the original petition sub-
mitted for membership in the lodge, whether
it is for the degrees or affiliation, and it
should be filled out completely by the peti-
tioner and the lodge Secretary. The impor-
tance of doing this was brought to my
attention recently when a lodge member, try-
ing to reconstruct the membership listing of
his lodge for a new Secretary, called the
Grand Lodge Office for information on the
membership and records for his lodge. He
could locate only a few items to assist him,
and the information requested on the forms
he did find was not complete, and conse-
quently not of much use to him. Apparently,
the previous Secretary did not think doing so
was a high priority. The petition forms, if
filled out completely by both the petitioner
and lodge Secretary, contains all the basic in-
formation on the individual member, and
should be retained for future reference in
cases such as the one noted above.
As Secretaries, we are all too familiar

with the loads of paperwork that we are re-
quired to deal with, and for the filing and
maintenance of the same; however, main-
taining such is worthy of our earnest efforts,
and important for the preserving of the his-

tory of our lodges. So, be very conscious and
selective in what you decide to discard.

LODGEDUES-DELINQUENT
A number of inquiries have been made to

the Grand Lodge Office as to when a mem-
ber is considered delinquent in the payment
of dues and assessments to his Lodge(s). Sec-
tion 154 of the Book of Constitutions of the
Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F.& A.M., states
that “The dues of all Lodges shall be due on
January 1 each year, and payable in advance
for the full year.” Therefore, it would seem
logical to conclude that a member who had
not paid his dues and assessments for the
current year would be considered delinquent
on the first day of January of that year.
There appears to be a discrepancy in the Sec-
tion of the Book of Constitutionsmentioned
above since further on it states that “Dues
for each year shall be delinquent on April 1,
and the delinquent members shall be subject
to suspension on the stated meeting of the
Lodge in June.”
However, in the latter instance the refer-

ence to the term “delinquent” applies to the
point at which a Lodge may consider the sus-
pension of a member-or members- for non-
payment of dues and assessments. Please
keep in mind that the terms “delinquent”
and “not in good standing” are not synony-
mous. A member is “delinquent” only until
he is suspended for NPD—then he is consid-
ered not “in good standing”. That Section
154 of the Book of Constitutions referred to
above merely sets the minimum time at
which a member-or members- may be sus-
pended for non-payment of dues- but does
not set a limit on the time a Lodge may carry
a member before suspension, if the Lodge
chooses to do so. Further, a Lodge may, in
the Lodge By-Laws; lengthen the time before
the suspension of a member (i.e. after one
year, two years, etc.)-but may not shorten
the time. That is to say, a member owing
only the current years dues cannot be sus-
pended before June of the year the dues be-
come payable.
Realizing that Lodge dues and assess-

ments are necessary to provide the funds re-
quired to keep our Lodges, the Grand Lodge,
and our Masonic charities financially sound
and viable, the most prudent approach
would be for each one of us to remit our dues

to the Secretary of our respective Lodge im-
mediately upon receipt of the dues notice,
thereby, eliminating the necessity of the
term “delinquent” from our Masonic vocabu-
lary.

NEWLY ELECTED SECRETARIES
Each year there are a number of new sec-

retaries elected to that important office of the
Lodge. The office of Secretary carries with it
great responsibilities, second only to the
Master, for the well being of the Lodge and it
members. How well the Secretary responds
to- and carries out his duties- is directly pro-
portional to the success of a Lodge. An inter-
ested and knowledgeable Secretary is
indispensable to the Master and his Lodge in
moving our Fraternity forward, an uninter-
ested Secretary will surly affect the Lodge in
a negative manner.
So if you are a newly elected Secretary,

my advice to you is; first, fully familiarize
yourself with the duties of the office; second,
make sure you communicate clearly and
fully with the Master; and third, develop an
unconscious and natural “feel” for your par-
ticular Lodge and each member therein.
There are many responsibilities- but also
many rewards if you can develop the right
attitude. Welcome aboard and good luck!!
